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half way to having the walls restored! When it comes to such a large burial
ground, we have to make decisions on how much we can do. We started

with half the front. Then some donations came in so we started the other half. We
went out on a limb and did a second wall this fall in the hopes it generates enough
interest for people to contribute. The final pointing will be done when the weather

gets warm again. If you want to see this project through to the end WE NEED
YOUR HELP!

Originally the farm was bought by Peter Federolf sometime after he immigrated

about 1730. His son Johannes and his son in-law Christopher Bittenbender inher-
ited the 400 acres. Peterds wife, Ann
rolf-Bittenbender -Rothermel for that reason. As with most historic family burial

grounds, we will never know exactly how many are buried there, and
%% who they all are, but we know this couple and their children are here.
